The dissertation is devoted to the study of the development of mechanisms and
tools of public administration in the field of corporate rights protection in Ukraine.

The introduction to the dissertation substantiates the relevance of research into the
development of mechanisms and instruments of public administration in the field of
corporate rights protection in Ukraine, formulates the goal and objectives of the research,
determines the object, subject and methods of research, as well as the connection of the
work with scientific programs, plans, and topics. The scientific and practical significance
of the research is revealed. The personal contribution of the applicant, the approval of the
results of the dissertation and the publication are presented.

The first section is devoted to the theoretical, legal and organizational principles of
public administration of corporate rights protection. Key concepts of the study are

discussed, including: "corporate rights", "public administration", "public administration",

"protection of corporate rights", "protection of the rights of business entities", "public
interest", "subjects of public administration", "subjects of public administration", which
ensures the conceptual integrity and terminological consistency of the study. Based on
the analysis, refined definitions of these terms were formulated, in particular the concepts
of "corporate rights" and "public administration entities".

The peculiarity of corporate rights as an object of public administration is studied,
which is that their regulation requires a clearly planned and systematic approach of state
institutions. It was found that the regulatory regulation of such rights includes the
development, adoption and implementation of legislative and regulatory acts that

determine the rules for the functioning of corporate relations, the rights and obligations

of participants, mechanisms for protecting rights, as well as liability for violations.



It has been determined that the public administration of corporate rights goes
beyond the simple technical management of assets or equity participation and involves
strategic decision-making, which form a favorable environment for economic
development, increasing the competitiveness of enterprises with state participation, as
well as protecting public interests. A conceptual model for the implementation of public
administration in the field of corporate rights protection is proposed (Fig. 1.3.).

A comparative analysis was made between the terms "subject of public
administration" and "subjects of public administration" and an analysis and structuring of
the system of public administration entities in the field of corporate rights protection was
carried out according to the criteria of organizational and legal status, functional purpose,
sources of authority and level of involvement in the public interest, which, in turn,
contributes to increasing the effectiveness of state policy in the field of corporate rights
protection in the context of European legal integration.

It has been studied that the system of public administration entities in the field of
corporate rights protection in Ukraine is multi-level, functionally interconnected and has
a tendency to strengthen institutional capacity in the context of legal European
integration. After all, its effective functioning requires not only coordination of actions
between state authorities, but also the creation of conditions for the participation of the
public and business in the process of forming and implementing corporate policy, in
particular through tools of public control, e-governance, and open access to registration
information.

It is summarized that in the field of public administration, the protection of
corporate rights implies the presence of clearly defined management mechanisms,
institutional responsibility, and transparent control procedures, because the corporate
rights of the state are not only a formal legal attribute, but also a lever of strategic
influence on the country's economic system.

The second section analyzes the mechanisms and tools of public administration in
the field of corporate rights protection in Ukraine. It is determined that the administrative
and legal mechanism for the protection of corporate rights is a holistic system of legal

norms, administrative procedures and institutional structures aimed at ensuring the



implementation, observance and protection of corporate rights through the authorized
activities of public administration bodies within their competence.

Based on the generalization of scientific approaches and the peculiarities of
corporate rights protection, the following author's definition is proposed: the
administrative-legal mechanism for the protection of corporate rights is a unified system
that integrates the regulatory framework, the institutional structure of state bodies, and
administrative response procedures, ensuring timely, effective, and lawful protection of
corporate rights within the framework of public administration.

The key characteristics of corporate rights as an object of administrative and legal
protection are summarized in view of current legislation and modern challenges of law
enforcement practice, which creates the basis for the formation of comprehensive
administrative and legal measures aimed at their protection, and provides a scientifically
sound basis for further improvement of public administration mechanisms in this area.

A comparative analysis of foreign models of administrative and legal support for
the protection of corporate rights was made and the possibilities of their adaptation in
Ukraine were considered. It was found that the most promising for implementation in
Ukraine are: the EU institutional model with an independent supervisory body and broad
control powers; the Polish system of insider protection aimed at increasing the
transparency of corporate relations; German approaches to risk management and co-
governance, which strengthen corporate stability and reduce the level of conflict; as well
as American experience in litigation focused on the rapid and effective resolution of
corporate disputes.

It has been determined that the public administration toolkit in the field of corporate
rights protection constitutes a systemic multi-level structure and includes an
interconnected set of tools, means, methods and administrative acts integrated within the
administrative and legal mechanism. It was found that the public administration tools in
the field of corporate rights protection include a set of legal, organizational, information
and analytical, economic and control means, which used by public authorities to ensure
the implementation, protection and restoration of corporate rights of participants in

business companies.



Public control is considered as an institutional and legal mechanism for ensuring
openness, accountability and legality in the activities of public administration entities in
the field of corporate rights protection and it has been established that the system of public
control in the field of corporate rights protection is characterized by a certain
fragmentation and the absence of a single coordination link, which creates difficulties in
implementing effective and consistent control over compliance with corporate law.

Based on the analysis of foreign digital platforms for monitoring corporate rights,
it is proposed to introduce a comprehensive digital platform in Ukraine for monitoring
corporate changes, that would combine the functionality of existing registers, databases
and automated analysis mechanisms and ensure the collection, processing, verification,
automatic analysis and visualization of data on the status, changes and risks in the field
of corporate legal relations.

The author has developed the structure of the general index of the effectiveness of
public control in the field of corporate rights protection and its components (Fig. 2.3.) and
a methodological model for assessing the index of public control effectiveness in the field
of corporate rights protection is proposed, which takes into account the specifics of this
area as a complex subsystem of public administration (Tab. 2.9.).

The third section analyzes foreign experience and identifies areas for improving
public administration of corporate rights protection in Ukraine.

A comparative description of corporate governance models was considered and
made, which made it possible to identify their strengths and weaknesses, and also to
identify opportunities for adapting individual elements in the process of improving the
national corporate governance system of Ukraine.

International standards in the field of corporate rights protection were analyzed and
it was determined that their integration into the domestic legal system will ensure the
unification of corporate governance rules with European and global practices, will
contribute to strengthening the institutional capacity of regulators and the formation of an
investment-attractive environment, after all, in the context of the development of
corporate relations in Ukraine, proper legal protection of shareholders is a key factor in

economic stability and increasing investment attractiveness.



A comparative description of institutional models of public administration in the
field of corporate rights protection was made and it was found that the effectiveness of
institutional models in the field of corporate rights protection is determined by the balance
between law enforcement, market mechanisms of discipline and state supervision.

A SWOT analysis of the prospects for implementing international standards in the
field of corporate rights protection in Ukraine was conducted and key indicators of the
implementation of the results of the SWOT analysis were provided, which ensured the
transition from strategic analytics to operational planning and allowed the integration of
the obtained results into the reform roadmap.

A model of public administration of corporate rights protection in Ukraine in the
post-war period has been formed and its main blocks have been identified, each of which
acts not in isolation, but as part of a single institutional architecture.

It has been determined that the model of public administration of corporate rights
should have a practical dimension: be based on a legislative framework and at the same
time include specific compliance and monitoring mechanisms, that ensure transparency
and security of corporate relations in the post-war era — from compliance codes in
business to independent anti-corruption agencies and digital registers that ensure
transparency of corporate procedures.

It has been studied that the formation of an effective system of public
administration in the field of corporate rights protection is impossible without a clearly
established institutional and legal mechanism that combines the regulatory framework,
organizational institutions, and practical implementation tools.

It is determined that the institutional and legal system encompasses regulatory acts,
a system of state and regulatory bodies, corporate governance institutions, mechanisms
for resolving corporate disputes, internal compliance tools, and digital services, which
together provide procedures for protecting corporate rights. It is substantiated that this
mechanism covers not only the regulatory framework, but also the system of public
authorities, corporate governance institutions, control and supervision mechanisms,
dispute resolution tools, as well as modern practices of compliance management and

digitalization.



The regulatory and legal frameworks, elements of institutional and legal
mechanisms, tools and procedures for implementing the public administration model in
the field of corporate rights protection are highlighted and it was found that the priority
areas of reform should be the updating of the regulatory framework, strengthening the
institutional capacity of courts and regulators, the development of compliance systems,
and the active implementation of digital solutions (electronic registration, e-court,
integrated registries, blockchain technologies) that can ensure transparency and efficiency
of procedures.

Practical tools for increasing the effectiveness of corporate rights protection
through the adaptation of international corporate governance standards are analyzed,
which involves harmonization with EU law and taking into account the best practices of
the corporate sector of developed countries.

A roadmap for implementing an institutional model in the field of public
administration of corporate rights is proposed, reflecting a phased process combining
preparation, regulatory support, institutional integration, piloting, scaling, and ongoing
monitoring, and is focused not only on tracking progress, but also on timely adjustment
of the mechanism through a KPI system that meets best European management practices.

The scientific results of the study made it possible to formulate conclusions and
recommendations that have theoretical and practical significance.
