The introduction to the PhD thesis substantiates the relevance of the research,
formulates the goal and tasks, defines the object and the subject of the research. The
scientific and practical significance of the research is determined.

The first section 1s devoted to the conceptual foundations of the human rights
NGOs activities in the context of public administration influences.

It characterises the categorical and conceptual apparatus related to the activity
of human rights NGOs in the context of public administration influences. The term
'public organisations' is defined and clarified. It has been proved that the terms 'non-
governmental organisations' and 'public organisations' are synonymous, according

to the principles of their organisation, legalisation and participation in the public life
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of the State; the term NGO for the defence of human rights' is described; The term
'public space' refers to an environment that enables civil society to participate in the
political, economic, and social life of societies, particularly in the context of human
rights. The research also highlights the distinctions between 'national human rights
institutions', 'independent national human rights institutions', and 'human rights
organisations'. Additionally, it demonstrates the features and characteristics of
public administration influences and emphasises theoretical concepts of human
rights such as dignity, requirements, and well-being.

The author highlights the international legal framework for the activities of
human rights NGOs. A large number of human rights NGO classifications exist.
This has allowed foreign and Ukrainian researchers to systematise the categorisation
of human rights NGOs, highlighting the differences between human rights NGOs
and other national civil society organisations engaged in human rights activities,
such as human rights agencies, centres and associations, as well as national human
rights organisations, including human rights commissions or ombudsmen, mixed
institutions, consultative and advisory bodies and other forms of human rights
institutions and centres, and state law enforcement bodies.

The second section presents the results of the international and foreign
practice of human rights NGOs research, in terms of its improvement. The author
focuses on the role of human rights NGOs in ensuring human rights. It is found that
the role of such organisations is determined primarily by the State. The role of
human rights NGOs in the protection of human rights in the context of public
administration is described.

The author proves that the activities of foreign human rights NGOs have
certain peculiarities, in particular: human rights NGOs established based on human
rights bodies; human rights bodies or their subdivisions cooperating with
communities; interagency organisations; and partner organisations.

The author distinguishes the forms of activity of human rights NGOs
depending on the human rights issue: pressure; influence; interaction; partnership;

cooperation; joint projects; joint working groups (NGOs, state institutions, local



self-government bodies); dialogue; joint actions; coalitions; mediation; advocacy;
mobilisation of the population for human rights activities; explanation; support;
influence on legal, moral, ethnic, and other standards and decision-making;
strengthening the legitimacy of human rights defenders at the local, national, and
international levels; advisory and consultative activities; cooperation; interaction;
involvement in national campaigns; partnership meetings; development of online
platforms.

It is revealed that foreign practice is characterised by the participation of
human rights NGOs in: protecting people's rights in courts; influencing the
authorities through public actions; and using strategic litigation to combat
corruption. The impacts occur in all spheres of human life.

The author summarises, systemises and classifies the main components of
activities related to the transition of human rights NGOs from service provision to
advocacy, representation in courts, and mediation. This thesis considers the
responsibility of human rights actors, specifically human rights NGOs, and their role
in preserving human rights. It also explores the areas of influence of human rights
NGOs within public administration and how they impact the protection of human
rights. Additionally, the author examines the grouping of these influences and the
role of international legal organizations in the context of public administration
influence. In addition, the author investigates the functions of human rights NGOs
in the context of public administration influence in foreign countries and Ukraine;
the influence of human rights NGOs on all spheres of human life in foreign countries
and Ukraine; the forms of activity of human rights NGOs depending on the problem
of human rights protection in foreign countries and Ukraine.

The author gives a new meaning to the category of "human rights NGO",
defined by the author as a civil society institution that aims to solve human rights
problems in the context of international legal instruments by influencing public
authorities and society as a whole to activate them to ensure the protection of human
rights in all aspects of life, using various forms of activity (advocacy, mediation,

representation, etc.).



The third section is devoted to the development of ways to improve the
activities of human rights NGOs in Ukraine in the context of public administration
influences. The author examines the activities of the leading human rights NGOs in
Ukraine and highlights certain differences from abroad, in particular with regard to:
conducting and organising public investigations; representing interests in court; the
scope of educational and advisory information campaigns; participation in the
development of legal acts and systematic cooperation with subjects of legislative
initiative; promoting the ratification of international human rights treaties; and the
constant participation of human rights NGOs and human rights defenders in advisory
and consultative bodies.

The author analyses the legal regulation of Ukrainian NGOs" activities in the
context of public administration influences, which made it possible to identify their
main functions. It is found that in Ukrainian practice, the functions of human rights
NGOs are as follows: mediation to restore violated human rights and freedoms;
creation of various public campaigns; preparation of analytical notes on human
rights for the authorities; promotion of ratification of international human rights
treaties and monitoring of the implementation of national legislation; advisory and
representative functions; human rights protection and law enforcement functions;
conducting public investigations, etc.

The analysis of the human rights NGOs" activities abroad and in Ukraine
made it possible to determine the difference in the methods of influence. It is noted
that the main methods of activity of human rights NGOs in Ukraine in the context
of public administration influence are: information and communication participation
and consultation, public research, public interaction, education and information
campaign, information and analytical communication, discussion, consultation and
on-line consultation, coordination, communication, exchange of experience, expert,
etc. The attention is paid to the appropriateness of expanding the methods of
influence, taking into account the experiences of foreign countries.

It is noted that the forms of human rights NGOs" activity need to be improved,

in particular the following: resistance; influence; partnership; cooperation;



strengthening the legitimacy of human rights defenders at all levels; public
investigations; submission of applications for human rights violations to the relevant
authorities; creation of an information and awareness-raising network; participation
in the development of legal acts and constant cooperation with subjects of legislative
initiative; systematic promotion of ratification of international treaties on the
protection of human rights. This will help to increase the level of influence and
effectiveness of human rights NGOs in the field of human rights observance by the
State and to be involved in the development and amendment of legal acts.

The author gives a new meaning to the category of "human rights defender",
which he defines as a person or a group of people, united in a non-governmental
organisation, who work for the protection of all human rights (civil, political,
economic, social, educational, cultural) on behalf of individuals or groups,
supporting the observance of human rights in their communities.

The author identifies the areas for improving the activities of human rights
NGOs in the context of public administration influences at the international level
and at the level of foreign countries. For Ukrainian practice, the following will be
relevant for improving the activities of human rights NGOs in the context of public
administration influence: amendments to the Law of Ukraine "On Public
Associations" to clarify the definition of "human rights defenders" and "human
rights NGOs", to define their rights and responsibilities, to expand the sources of
funding and the procedure for tax exemption; expanding the functions and methods
of activity.

The scientific results of the research made it possible to formulate a number
of conclusions and recommendations that have both theoretical and practical
significance.
